Geva Theatre Center announces

Tenacious Women: Shaping Change in Rochester
and Beyond

An Extraordinary Commission of 25 New Short Plays

Thursday, March 4, 2021. Rochester, N.Y. — Geva Theatre Center announces its most ambitious
new-works commission ever with the unveiling of Tenacious Women: Shaping Change in Rochester
and Beyond. Inspired by the Rochester Museum & Science Center's (RMSC) community-curated
exhibit, The Changemakers: Rochester Women Who Changed the World, Geva has engaged 25
playwrights and creators to write short original pieces, each focused around one or more featured
Changemaker of their choosing. This series builds on the success of Geva’s “Rochester Stories,” a
series of commissions dedicated to exploring local history and culture, including Keith Glover’s
Revival: The Resurrection of Son House and Mat Smart’s The Agitators.

Drawing upon the premise of RMSC’s The Changemakers, the 25 plays and works in other media
that comprise the Tenacious Women commissions will celebrate the accomplishments of diverse
regional and Haudenosaunee women who have impacted the world.

Among the notable collective of artists participating in the project are five local young writers, each of
whom created videos for Geva’s John’s Children civic arts project last fall, and six local professional
writers. They are joined by some of the most influential and highly regarded American playwrights
and artists working today. Each of the young artists being commissioned will be mentored by a living
Changemaker featured in the RMSC exhibit.

The commissioned writers are: Siobhan Brown, Reenah Golden, Prince Gomolvilas, Idris Goodwin,
Kirsten Greenidge, Naomi lizuka, Delores Jackson Radney, Tim J. Lord, Mona Mansour, Sarah B.
Mantell, Ramiz Monsef, Tara Moses, Brian Quijada, Harrison David Rivers, MJ Savastano, Andrew
Siafiez-De La O, Penny Sterling, Laura A. Thomas, Katherine Varga, Karen Zacarias, and youth
writers Tali Beckwith-Cohen, Autumn Flowers, Amanda Gillen, Ta'Neesha Murphy, and Jyonnah
Ware.

The future life of these new works, which are expected to be completed by the end of March, has
intentionally been left open in order to foster broad creative latitude. Geva is planning to offer new
podcast episodes and Amplify Series community conversations in the next stages of the Tenacious
Women project, and updates will be provided as the work continues to evolve.
